This leaflet explains what staff and parents should do if they are concerned about any child in our school.

Cullybackey High School
Role of the school in child Protection
The following information explains what staff and parents of our school need to do if they are concerned about possible abuse (Sexual, neglect, physical or emotional) of any young person in our school.

Everyone has a duty to protect our young people from any form of abuse – the welfare of our young people is paramount.
If any staff (teaching or non-teaching) in our school
· Are told by a young person that they are being harmed or abused

· Notice any unusual marks on a young person

· Are aware of inappropriate sexual language or behaviour from the young person

· Observe signs of neglect

The member of staff will pass the information to the Designated Teacher (Mrs Taylor) or the Deputy Designated Teacher (Mr Young). The Designated Teacher will contact the NEELB Designated officer for advice which will be followed. This advice may be to refer the matter to Social Services and / or Public Protection Unit (PSNI) who will investigate the concern. Social Services will instruct the Designated Teacher as to who will inform the parents / guardians of the referral that has been made to them.
